Rubric for Rube Goldberg Project


You will make a drawing of a compound machine utilizing all 6 simple machines in your design.  Your compound machine must be shown to do some kind of work.  The more complex your machine is the better for this exercise.  Make sure you use all six simple machines in your final product at least once.  Label input and output forces.  Label the mechanical advantage (output force/input force) of each machine.  Use numbers you think are appropriate.
1) Inclined plane

2) Wedge

3) Lever

4) Screw

5) Wheel and axle

6) Pulley

Once all 6 simple machines have been used in your drawing, you may add additional simple machines to your compound machine – the more you add, the higher your score may be.
